Twelve years in the making, Claude Lanzmann’s monumental epic on the Holocaust 
features interviews with survivors, bystanders, and perpetrators across 14 countries. 
The film contains no historical footage; instead, it uses interviews to “reincarnate” 
the Jewish tragedy and revisits the sites where the crimes occurred. It stemmed from 
Lanzmann’s concern that the genocide, committed only 40 years earlier, was already 
fading from memory and that atrocity was being sanitised as history.

2025 marks several significant anniversaries: the 80th anniversary of Auschwitz’s 
liberation (January 27, 1945), the 40th anniversary of the French release of his 
landmark film SHOAH (April 30, 1985), and the beginning of the centenary 
celebrations of Claude Lanzmann’s birth (starting in November 2025 and 
continuing for a year.) 
SHOAH is inscribed in UNESCO’s Memory of the World Register as an 
indispensable historical record.
